Program

Our Program this evening was Sgt. Bob Bogue from the Garden Grove Palice Department. He gave us a presentation
on acase that he was the Case Officer for that involved a triple murder that happened in Garden Grove on Memoria Day
weekend in 2006. This case involved a male adult (30 yrs old), female adult (25 yrs old) and male child (6 yrs old)
victim. There was also afemale 11 month old baby that was found alive at the crime scene. She was severely dehydrated
and would have died soon if she had not been found then. GGPD discovered the bodies on the Sunday of that weekend
after the female victim'’ s friends called and asked them to check on her welfare because she missed work and had not been
seen for several days. The adult male victim was found in an office area with his ankles and wrists bound behind his back.
He had been stabbed several times in the neck and head, and had showed evidence of having been tortured. The female
adult victim was also found in a bedroom bound at the wrists and ankles with multiple stab wounds and her throat slashed.
The male child victim was found in his bedroom and had been stabbed in the back and head. GGPD investigators found
several clues including a voicemail message on the male adult victims cell phone and an IOU note at the crime scene that
lead them to a suspect, Quang Van Quan, who lived in Houston, Texas and had family and friends in the Los Angeles
area. Investigators tracked cell phone records and did surveillance on the suspect and found that he was in possession of a
cell phone that was used to make may calls to the victim’'s phone on the night of the murders. Further investigation
showed that Quan and the adult male victim knew each other and met while serving time at a prison in central California
in the mid-1990s where both were imprisoned for home-invasion robberies. Quan was arrested in July of 2006 and went
ontria in Sept. of 2010. He was convicted in October, 2010 of torture and three counts of murder by ajury after only 1.5
hours of deliberation. In Dec, 2010, he was sentenced to 3 consecutive life sentences in prison, with no chance for parole.
